It was a regular day in 1987 when he left Moscow - along with a
thriving business and a peaceful life, and arrived in a country ravaged
by war, but brimming with hope for a better future. He believed in the
future of his country and demanded that his workers share his belief
in a bright future for Armenia.

Valeri Mejlumyan lives and creates with this belief.

Valeri Mejlumyan was born in 1951, in Alaverdi, Lori region.

In 1969 he finised the Alaverdi Russian secondary school after Stepan
Shahumyan with a gold medal, in the same year he was enrolled in the
Lomonosov State University's faculty for Mechanics and Mathematics,
specialization - "The Mechanics of Liquids, Gases and Plasma".

From 1977 to 1989 he has worked in various scientific institutions
in Moscow. In 1989 he founded several companies in Moscow and
Liechtenstein, and was managing several businesses.

Valeri Mejlumyan started his business activity in Armenia and

Artsakh in 1997. The real motivation for this was supporting the almost
non-functioning copper production in his hometown Alaverdi and the
copper smelter, where his father used to work, and where he had got his
first experience in labor while still a teenager.

Later, he established "Manes and Vallex" CJSC and restored the copper
smelter of Alaverdi Mining and Metallurgical Combine, almost deserted
since 1989. Continuing the line, in 2002 he established "Base Metals"
mining company in Artsakh, in 2006 - "Teghout" CJSC in Lori and about
20 other companies operating in different fields of business.

When it came to Valeri, the little boy had already made his
decision to enroll at the same school. What followed was
a busy school curriculum with field trips, various events,
children’'s camps and Artek - the special summer camp where
only the best of Soviet's pioneers from all over the union were
accepted. He was everyone's favorite in all of these places - a
cheerful, charismatic boy who always sought out challenges
and adventures.
His mother loved to tell about one of his early escapades:
There was this one time when their family's refilled gas
canisters started running out very quickly. The mystery
resolved when the parents found out that the young boy
was gathering all his friends to cast metals and perform
various experiments on the gas stove.
Many children in Alaverdi were working at the copper smelter
during the summer. Valeri was no exception - he earned his
first salary doing physical work while he was still a pupil
and simultaneously doing a distance-learning course in the
Physics and Mathematics School under the Moscow
State University.
The Mejlumyan brothers and sister Nargiz often spent their
summer months in the highlands of their village Tsaghkashat
with their grandmother. There, they enjoyed living the simple
village life and helping their relatives with the harvest and
various other tasks.
Like many of his peers, Valeri dreamed of becoming
an astronaut like Yuri Gagarin, and flying off into space.

The church named
after Saint Grigor Narekatsi became a symbol of unconditional
faith and trust in the bright future of our homeland.

In Stepanakert, Artsakh, the luxurious hotel complex
"Vallex Garden Hotel" was built - a tribute to the second
Armenian capital and the land of his ancestors.

All these programs were realized without an eye towards
PR or self-promotion, for Valeri Mejlumyan held to a simple
principle: good deeds are forgotten quickly, but their echoes
live on in perpetuity.

Valeri Mejlumyan founded more than 20 companies

in Armenia, Artsakh and Moscow, most of which have been
operating in Armenia. He invested more than $700 million
from international financial organizations and

of his own funds in Armenia and Artsakh, created

about 4.000 jobs, providing stable incomes to the state
budgets of the two Armenian republics, thus strengthening
the country, developing the infrastructures and service
sector outside of Armenia's capital, Yerevan.
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
